Ifthe camera i exposed to very strong light, change the camera
position.

Adjust the contrast feature of the monitor or DVR.
If you have an intermediate device, set the 750 / Hi-z properly.

The camera is not working properly,
and the surface of the camera is hot.

Check that you have properly connected the camera toan
appropriate power source.

Check that AGC of EXPOSURE setup menu is ‘OFF"

Color is not correct.
